The Department of Applied Information Sciences, Graduate School of Information Sciences, invites 
applications for a tenure position at the Professor level. The successful applicant will be affiliated with 
the newly established lab within the Information and Applied Technology Group in the department. 
This job posting seeks individuals who can lead advanced research projects in the field that integrates 
cutting-edge technologies such as rapidly evolving AI (Artificial Intelligence) and XR (Cross Reality) 
with robotics. We are looking for candidates who have a strong passion for pioneering and developing 
state-of-the-art areas, and who possess deep experience and a proven track record in this field. 

Responsibilities will include teaching at both the undergraduate and graduate levels, and directing 
research projects, which will lead to MS and Ph. D. theses. The applicants must hold a doctoral degree 
in an appropriate field. Profound knowledge of the Japanese or English language, written and spoken, 
is also required. The position is open to any candidate who fulfills the listed academic requirements, 
regardless of gender or nationality. The successful applicant, of Japanese or non-Japanese nationality, 
will become a Japanese National University Corporation employee and will be paid accordingly. 

Applications will be reviewed until the position is filled; all applications received by 1/31/2024 will 
be considered.  The position is available as early as 10/1/2024. 

The applicants should submit their application by e-mail, including (1) CV, (2) research and teaching 
statements, (3) list of publications, (4) copies of five major publications with a summary and 
evaluation of each publication, (5) name, affiliation, address, phone number, and e-mail address of 
five references, and (6) If you had a prolonged period of difficulty in devoting yourself to your work 
due to childbirth, childcare, nursing care, etc., please describe the reasons. 

Convert each of the 
documents (1) to (6) into PDF format. To prevent garbled text, use only alphanumeric characters in 
English for the file names. Compile these documents into a single zip file and send it as an attachment. 
If the file size exceeds 25MB, please consult with us separately. For books, if it is difficult to provide 
a full-text PDF, a PDF of the cover to the table of contents will suffice. 

A confirmation email acknowledging receipt of your application will be sent by the head of the 
department within a few days. If you do not receive a confirmation email after some time, please be 
sure to contact us. Please note that the application documents will be appropriately disposed of after 
the completion of the personnel selection process.
